                              Responsibilities & Guidelines of Team Members. 

 
* Team members… are the players AND their families, the administrative staff, the coaching staff, and 

volunteers that have made commitment to support the vision of Ambassadors In Sport Youth League, 

(AISYL). These guidelines have been developed to define and insure a clear understanding of expected 

standard for all Team Members. Team members are to maintain an honourable testimony at all times 

remembering that they are Ambassadors for Christ, representing their families, Ambassadors In Sport 

Youth League.  

 

 PLAYERS are responsible to communicate DIRECTLY with the coach regarding team 

matters and officials of Ambassadors In Sport Youth League Organizers. 
 

 Issues that arise during games should be discussed with the coach privately and respectively.    

Issues involving the administration of the AISYL should be directed to the Technical Director 

privately and respectively.   
 

 All team members are to demonstrate respect for games Officials regardless of their opinion or 

feeling about how the game is been officiated!! Players should “thank” game officials and shake 

their after all the games, regardless of the outcome. 

 

  Please demonstrate respect and courtesy to other coaches and teams, facility managers, and officials 

present. 

 

 Teams should arrive 45 minutes before the schedule game time, lateness attracts a fine of #1000 to 

be paid before the game commences. 

 

  Only Officiating official, Medicals staffs and players are permitted on the playing field during 

games. During games only coaches and players are allowed on the bench. 

 

  All team members are responsible to properly care for the facilities, playing fields and equipment 

we use. Facilities and Playing fields should be clean when we are done using them. Do not use 

unauthorized areas.   

 

 Yellow card attracts a fine of #200 and Red card attracts a fine of #500 to be paid before the next 

game. Also a player will miss the next game if given 2 yellow cards or an outright red card during the 

league season.
